Jones was a healer of sorts, and part of the evidence against her was her medicines, which “harmless, as aniseed, liquors, etc., yet had extraordinary violent effects.” She was hanged on this date in Boston, in 1648.

Tuesday, June 17 is the birthday of Starhawk, who was born on this date in 1951. One of the best known authors in the Earth Centered spiritual movement, she is the author of some ten books. The Spiral Dance was arguably one of the most motivational books in modern Earth Centered religions.

Wednesday sees a full moon, the Strawberry moon, as it is known to the Algonquins, or the Rose moon to the Europeans.

The moon is Void-of-course at 1:30 PM, and enters Capricorn at 5:51 PM.

Friday marks Litha, or the Summer Solstice, which occurs at 7:59 PM, at which point the Sun will be in Cancer.
The Moon will be void-of-course at 3:02 PM

And on Saturday, the Moon enters Aquarius at 5:33 PM
